John Roberts-Lewis

ohn Roberts-Lewis was born in 1936. He spent
his childhood in Wales with his mother who ran
a café in Abergavenny.

He joined the army at age 18 and did his national
service for nearly two years, but despite passing
the entrance exams for Sandhurst he decided an
army career was not for him. He then worked
in the research department at Guest Keen’s
steelworks in Cardiff for a few years and
completed his A-levels at night school. To
further his career he then entered higher
education at the University of Wales and
obtained first class Bachelors degrees in
Geology and Physics, which combined to
constitute one of the first qualifications in
Geophysics from the university. When he left
university he took a post with Seismograph Service Ltd
which began his career in oil exploration. Then he
embarked on a long career with British Petroleum which took
him all over the UK and the world.

He lived and worked in Yorkshire, the North Sea, France, Germany, Iran, Libya, Nigeria (in the
swamps of the Niger Delta), Norway, Australia, and finally returned to London for a few years. Taking early
retirement at the age of 50, he made use of his time renovating his house and land in Buckinghamshire. On
retiring John was also able to indulge his interest in history and archaeology by lecturing at local history
societies and travelling to ancient sites in Italy, Greece, Turkey, Albania, Tunisia, Jordan and the Inca Trail
in South America, to name but a few.

John discovered his interest in coins whilst at preparatory school at the end of World War II. The
first coin in his collection was a large copper Cartwheel twopence which he enjoyed rolling down the bed
sheets when he was confined to bed with asthma. From the age of 8 he was bitten by the ‘collecting bug’ and
began by focusing on coins from the British Isles; he went on to build his collection of British coins over the
next 60 years. As a child he spent hours in museums and antique shops, where he particularly enjoyed the
historical narratives illuminated by coinage of different eras. As a young man he wrote a numismatic
column for the South Wales Echo, answering coin related questions posed by readers.

During his travels, John enjoyed archaeological holidays which piqued his interest in ancient coins;
these soon formed a part of his collection. Although he became interested in foreign coins in his teens,
thanks to coins collected at secondary school from pupils whose older family members had been with the
forces overseas, he later developed his British Colonial coin collection in the 1970s whilst working at home
and abroad. During the 1990s John gave greater attention to collecting tokens, and he made a particular
study of the SS Great Britain and her associated tokens over the ten years that his two daughters were at
university in Bristol.

Despite his wide travels, John says he rarely purchased coins abroad, preferring the provenance of
coins from trusted friends and dealers in London. And the prices at home were always better than in Hong
Kong, apparently! Ever level-headed, he even declined the exciting offer of an interesting hoard of coins in
Iran as he distrusted their source!!

At the age of 78 John has decided to stop collecting at his previous zealous level as he is finally
content with his sets. He has decided to pass on a selection of his coins in the hopes that new collectors will
enjoy their stories and provenance as much as he has.

Neil Bowman Todd (1936-2014)

eil Todd was born on 3 January 1936 in
N Cambridge, Massachusetts, the son of
Albert Bradbury Todd Jr and his wife,
Mary Heath. His love of travelling and world affairs
began when he was young, living with his military

family on Army Air Corps bases in Alabama, Maine
and Wales.

From the age of seven Neil was an avid
collector, specializing in comic books, coins and
stamps. For many years he was affiliated with
numismatic societies and, at the age of 25, was a co-
founder of Colony Coin Company in Newtonville,
Massachusetts, in 1961, with his partners Harvey
Fenton, Charles Wallace, Arthur Fitts III and John
Cobb.

Neil graduated from the University of
Massachusetts at Amherst with honours in Zoology
for his treatise, ‘The Inheritance of Taillessness in
Manx Cats’. At Amherst he met his wife, Joyce, née
Seat. Neil and Joyce moved to Newtonville when Neil
Neil Todd with an actor cat, Tyronne, at Boston began his doctoral studies in biology at Harvard
Athenaeum, 1986. Photograph by Alicia Hathaway. University, completing his dissertation, The Catnip

Response, in 1963. An N.I.H. post-doctoral
fellowship and the Committee for the Study of Evolutionary Biology at Harvard University supported his
field studies on the lions in the Gir Forest, Gujarat, India. Dr. Todd was affiliated with and taught biology at
Harvard, Boston University, Boston’s Lesley University and Emmanuel College, and at Trinity College,
Dublin.

He combined his love of history with his interest in genetics, engaging in extensive travel in order to
map the gene frequency distribution of the domestic cat. By conducting historical research on shipping and
trade routes, he was able to determine how specific coat patterns and other genetic markers were
distributed throughout the world. His field studies were conducted in Canada, Great Britain, Ireland,
Iceland, the Faeroe Islands, France, Spain, Iran, Morocco, Tunisia, Greece, Turkey, Egypt, Sudan, Mexico,
Curacao and Venezuela. For 17 years Dr. Todd published The Carnivore Genetics Newsletter. Dr. Todd’s
articles were published in the Journal of the Bombay Natural History Society, the Proceedings of the
Royal Irish Academy, and in the organs of many other learned bodies.

Throughout his life Neil was a keen numismatist, developing a special interest in 19th century
tavern checks of the British Isles and Ireland. His British Tokens, Advertising Tickets, Checks, Passes, etc,
ca. 1830 to 1920, the first edition of which appeared in 1974 and broke new ground at the time.
Subsequently, and often in collaboration with Yolanda Courtney (née Stanton), Andrew Cunningham and
Malcolm Eden, Neil published numerous catalogues of tavern checks of various counties, a pursuit he
continued until his death. Aside from his extensive collection of these checks, he formed a type collection of
British milled coins and a small but quality group of Isle of Man material, both offered in this catalogue.

For the past 20 years Neil was affiliated with the New England Historical Genealogical Society,
where he was head of Research Services in the 1990s. He thoroughly enjoyed helping people learn about
their ancestry.

Neil had an adventurous and unusual life until his health began to fail a few years ago as a result of
autoimmune disease and cigarette smoking. He remained interested and well-versed in history and world
affairs until his death, which occurred on 30 March 2014 at the age of 78. He is survived by Joyce, two
daughters, Lydia and Amy, four grandchildren and two step-grandchildren.

earliest awareness of coins, other than the circulating media of the day,

was of items brought back by his Father from residence in Canada and
World War I service in the Middle East, which included two small bronzes of
Arcadius dug up at Khan Yunus, in the present-day Gaza Strip. However, it was
not until his later teens that Ernest’s main collecting interests switched from
postage stamps to coins.

E rnest Danson was born at Syston, near Leicester, on 30 April 1922. His

Apart from service in the R.A.F.V.R. as a meteorologist from 1944 to 1947,
Ernest always lived in the East Midlands. He soon found the products of the Saxon
and Norman mints of Leicester, Nottingham and Derby, bearing the name of both
mint and moneyer, particularly fascinating. In April 1943 he made his first purchases from the roneod
Seaby lists of the day — his ‘Numismatic Accounts’ book proudly notes the acquisition of a Western District
gold quarter-stater for £1 2s 6d, an Athelred II BMC Illa penny of Winchester for 7s 6d (DNW Auction 68,
12 December 2005, lot 170, £240) and a John penny of London, class Ve, for a mere 2s, among others.
Among his most important acquisitions were several coins owned by Bernard Walter Hunt, the collector
from Erdington, Birmingham, who sold his pieces in 1962. Ernest secured Hunt’s Edward the Martyr penny
of Tamworth, ex Argyll, for £25, the most he had ever spent on a single coin up to that point (DNW Auction
68, lot 166, £4,000).

Although the acquisition of such specimens after the 1960s generally proved to be beyond the
means of a teacher of physics with a family, the collecting and study of tokens, medallions and
paranumismatica of ‘his’ counties, together with medals of persons connected in some way with them,
received much of his attention in later years. In particular he was the first to painstakingly record the public
house checks of the three counties, generously making his research available to others with a similar
interest. That research, in the shape of his fully-illustrated card index system, is included in this sale (lot
642). When the late Harry Pegg and I were working on a new catalogue of the 17th century tokens of
Nottinghamshire in the late 1970s Ernest kindly loaned us not only his county collection for study, but also
his manuscript notes on the series.

In October 1949, one year after its foundation by Harry Pegg, Ernest joined the Numismatic Society
of Nottinghamshire. As Grenville Chamberlain recalls in his history of the Society, Ernest’s contribution to
it over the years was considerable; honorary secretary and treasurer from 1951-6, vice-president from 1958-
60 and again from 1963-4, he was president from 1960-3, appointed in the wake of the Society’s successful
hosting of the BANS Congress in May 1960, when he was Congress secretary. In 1964 he founded the
Derbyshire Numismatic Society and became its first president. For both clubs he was their representative at
the British Association of Numismatic Societies, in the case of Nottinghamshire for over 40 years, and
fittingly he became an honorary member of both societies. His membership of the British Numismatic
Society dated from 1957 and he was a founding member of the Token Corresponding Society in 1971.

Ernest had the pleasure of personal contact with many fellow collectors and students, from the early
‘Coin Days’ instigated by the late Bert Seaby to BANS Congresses, BANS weekend courses and Token
Congresses, at which he was a frequent attender.

Marriage to Iris in 1948 was followed by the birth of two sons and a daughter. Unhappily Ernest’s
elder son, David, died in a road accident and Iris passed away in 2000. Ernest himself died on 26
September 2008 but his name lives on in East Midlands numismatic and archaeological circles, particularly
within the societies to which he devoted so much of his time and energy for so long.

Ernest sold many of his better coins in his lifetime, an important element being dispersed in
December 2005, as noted above. Other coins and medals have been included in a number of DNW auctions
since June 2009, most notably in March 2012. His Nottinghamshire 17th century series was purchased
outright by Alan Judd, while his 17th century tokens of other East Midland counties were sold by DNW in
October 2010. What follows in the next 18 lots is the last element of the collection to be dispersed —
paranumismatica, principally of Derbyshire and Leicestershire. P.J.P-M.

(b) Any lot which proves to be a ‘deliberate forgery’ may be returned by the
buyer to Dix Noonan Webb within 15 days of the date of the auction in the
same condition in which it was at the time of the auction, accompanied by
a statement of defects, the number of the lot, and the date of the auction at
which it was purchased. If Dix Noonan Webb is satisfied that the item is a
‘deliberate forgery’ and that the buyer has and is able to transfer a good and
marketable title to the lot free from any third party claims, the sale will be
set aside and any amount paid in respect of the lot will be refunded,
provided that the buyer shall have no rights under this Condition if:

(i) the description in the catalogue at the date of the sale was in accordance
with the then generally accepted opinion of scholars and experts or fairly
indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion; or

(ii) the only method of establishing at the date of publication of the
catalogue that the lot was a ‘deliberate forgery’ was by means of scientific
processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the
catalogue or a process which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.

(c) A buyer’s claim under this Condition shall be limited to any amount
paid in respect of the lot and shall not extend to any loss or damage
suffered or expense incurred by him or her.

(d) The benefit of the Condition shall not be assignable and shall rest solely
and exclusively in the buyer who, for the purpose of this condition, shall be
and only be the person to whom the original invoice is made out by Dix
Noonan Webb in respect of the lot sold.

Conditions mainly concerning Sellers and Consignors

13 Warranty of title and availability

The seller warrants to Dix Noonan Webb and to the buyer that he or she is
the true owner of the property or is properly authorised to sell the property
by the true owner and is able to transfer good and marketable title to the
property free from any third party claims. The seller will indemnify Dix
Noonan Webb, its servants and agents and the buyer against any loss or
damage suffered by either in consequence or any breach on the part of the
seller.

14 Reserves

The seller shall be entitled to place prior to the auction a reserve on any
single item lot which may not exceed the minimum estimate figure, being
the minimum ‘hammer price” at which that lot may be treated as sold. A
reserve once placed by the seller shall not be changed without the consent
of Dix Noonan Webb. Dix Noonan Webb may at their option sell at a
‘hammer price’ below the reserve but in any such cases the sale proceeds to
which the seller is entitled shall be the same as they would have been had
the sale been at the reserve. Where a reserve has been placed, only the
auctioneer may bid on behalf of the seller.

15 Authority to deduct commission and expenses

The seller authorises Dix Noonan Webb to deduct commission at the
‘stated rate’ and ‘expenses’ from the ‘hammer price’ and acknowledges Dix
Noonan Webb’s right to retain the premium payable by the buyer.

16 Rescission of sale

If before Dix Noonan Webb remit the ‘sale proceeds’ to the seller, the buyer
makes a claim to rescind the sale that is appropriate and Dix Noonan Webb
is of the opinion that the claim is justified, Dix Noonan Webb is authorised
to rescind the sale and refund to the buyer any amount paid to Dix Noonan
Webb in respect of the lot.

17 Payment of sale proceeds



Dix Noonan Webb shall remit the ‘sale proceeds’ to the seller not later than
35 days after the auction, but if by that date Dix Noonan Webb has not
received the ‘total amount due’ from the buyer then Dix Noonan Webb will
remit the sale proceeds within five working days after the date on which the
‘total amount due’ is received from the buyer. If credit terms have been
agreed between Dix Noonan Webb and the buyer, Dix Noonan Webb shall
remit to the seller the sale proceeds not later than 35 days after the auction
unless otherwise agreed by the seller.

18 If the buyer fails to pay to Dix Noonan Webb the ‘total amount due’ within
3 weeks after the auction, Dix Noonan Webb will endeavour to notify the
seller and take the seller’s instructions as to the appropriate course of action
and, so far as in Dix Noonan Webb’s opinion is practicable, will assist the
seller to recover the ‘total amount due’ from the buyer. If circumstances do
not permit Dix Noonan Webb to take instructions from the seller, the seller
authorises Dix Noonan Webb at the seller’s expense to agree special terms
for payment of the ‘total amount due’, to remove, store and insure the lot
sold, to settle claims made by or against the buyer on such terms as Dix
Noonan Webb shall in its absolute discretion think fit, to take such steps as
are necessary to collect monies due by the buyer to the seller and if necessary
to rescind the sale and refund money to the buyer.

19 If, notwithstanding that the buyer fails to pay to Dix Noonan Webb the
‘total amount due’ within three weeks after the auction, Dix Noonan Webb
remits the ‘sale proceeds’ to the seller, the ownership of the lot shall pass to
Dix Noonan Webb.

20 Charges for withdrawn lots

Where a seller cancels instructions for sale, Dix Noonan Webb reserve the
right to charge a fee of 15 per cent of Dix Noonan Webb’s then latest estimate
or middle estimate of the auction price of the property withdrawn, together
with Value Added Tax thereon if the seller is resident in the European
Union, and ‘expenses’ incurred in relation to the property.

21 Rights to photographs and illustrations

The seller gives Dix Noonan Webb full and absolute right to photograph and
illustrate any lot placed in its hands for sale and to use such photographs and
illustrations and any photographs and illustrations provided by the seller at
any time at its absolute discretion (whether or not in connection with the
auction).

22 Unsold lots

Where any lot fails to sell, Dix Noonan Webb shall notify the seller
accordingly. The seller shall make arrangements either to re-offer the lot for
sale or to collect the lot.

23 Dix Noonan Webb reserve the right to charge commission up to one-half
of the ‘stated rates’ calculated on the ‘bought-in price’ and in addition
‘expenses’ in respect of any unsold lots.

General conditions and definitions

24 Dix Noonan Webb sells as agent for the seller (except where it is stated
wholly or partly to own any lot as principal) and as such is not responsible
for any default by seller or buyer.

25 Any representation or statement by Dix Noonan Webb, in any catalogue
as to authorship, attribution, genuineness, origin, date, age, provenance,
condition or estimated selling price is a statement of opinion only. Every
person interested should exercise and rely on his or her own judgement as
to such matters and neither Dix Noonan Webb nor its servants or agents are
responsible for the correctness of such opinions.

26 Whilst the interests of prospective buyers are best served by attendance
at the auction, Dix Noonan Webb will, if so instructed, execute bids on their
behalf. Neither Dix Noonan Webb nor its servants or agents are responsible
for any neglect or default in doing so or for failing to do so.

27 Dix Noonan Webb shall have the right, at its discretion, to refuse
admission to its premises or attendance at its auctions by any person.

28 Dix Noonan Webb has absolute discretion without giving any reason to
refuse any bid, to divide any lot, to combine any two or more lots, to
withdraw any lot from the auction and in case of dispute to put up any lot for

auction again.

29 (a) Any indemnity under these Conditions shall extend to all actions,
proceedings costs, expenses, claims and demands whatever incurred or
suffered by the person entitled to the benefit of the indemnity.

(b) Dix Noonan Webb declares itself to be a trustee for its relevant servants
and agents of the benefit of every indemnity under these Conditions to the
extent that such indemnity is expressed to be for the benefit of its servants

and agents.

30 Any notice by Dix Noonan Webb to a seller, consignor, prospective
bidder or buyer may be given by first class mail or airmail and if so given
shall be deemed to have been duly received by the addressee 48 hours after
posting.

31 These Conditions shall be governed by and construed in accordance with
English law. All transactions to which these Conditions apply and all matters
connected therewith shall also be governed by English law. Dix Noonan
Webb hereby submits to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts and
all other parties concerned hereby submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction
of the English courts.

32 In these Conditions:

(a) ‘catalogue’ includes any advertisement, brochure, estimate, price list or
other publication;

(b) ‘hammer price’ means the price at which a lot is knocked down by the
auctioneer to the buyer;

(c) ‘total amount due’ means the ‘hammer price’ in respect of the lot sold
together with any premium, Value Added Tax chargeable and additional
charges and expenses due from a defaulting buyer in pounds sterling;

(d) ‘deliberate forgery’ means an imitation made with the intention of
deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age, period, culture or source which
is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue and which at the
date of the sale had a value materially less than it would have had if it had
been in accordance with that description;

(e) ‘sale proceeds’ means the net amount due to the seller being the ‘hammer
price’ of the lot sold less commission at the ‘stated rates’ and ‘expenses’ and
any other amounts due to Dix Noonan Webb by the seller in whatever

capacity and howsoever arising;

(f) ‘stated rate’ means Dix Noonan Webb published rates of commission for
the time and any Value Added Tax thereon;

(g) ‘expenses’ in relation to the sale of any lot means Dix Noonan Webb
charges and expenses for insurance, illustrations, special advertising,
packing and freight of that lot and any Value Added Tax thereon;

(h) ‘bought-in price’ means 5 per cent more than the highest bid received
below the reserve.

33 Vendors’ commission of sales
A commission of 15 per cent is payable by the vendor on the hammer price
on lots sold.

34 VAT
Commission, illustrations, insurance and advertising are subject to VAT if
the seller is resident in the European Union.
